he ever-so-popular November
T Sweepstakes kicked off with the CW

SS on the weekend of Nov 4-6,
followed two weeks later with the phone
SS on Nov 18-20. Conditions were superb
and activity was great with 1822 reported
entries. John, KC3M, expresses, ‘‘Great
sweepstakes! Excellent conditions! I had a
ball, I just wish that I could have found
VE8 and VI.”” Neil, WB6VKN, hadn’t
‘‘competed in SS for years and had a ball!”’
Bob, KG5OE, ‘‘worked 62 sections on
40-10 meters using an 80-meter dipole.
Fantastic!”’ Van, WC5D, worked ‘75
sections in 9 hours.”” Lamond, WX7L,
reports, ‘‘The contest was great fun! We
had a blast! The bands were great. The
Swan 350 ran well. The only bad thing was
all the voice processors.”’

Bob, W2XM, conveys, ‘I feel ‘born
again.’ After 23 years out of contesting and
essentially 13 years away from CW, I now
enthusiastically embrace the operating
aspects of our hobby. Oiling the parts
won’t work; I need a major overhaul!”’
Newcomer Ron, N5SNAQ, finds ‘‘there is
a world of difference between the SS and
Novice Roundup. It was an interesting
experience.”” There were a number of ‘“first
timers’’ who tried SS this year. Tom,
N6SSQ, was one of them, and adds, ‘“This
was my first experience with contesting and
1 had a lot of fun! I can hardly wait until
SS ’90!”’ John, W6FAM, exclaims, ‘“This
was my first SS contest. I’'m hooked.”’ Roy,
KBSILS, ran a father-son multiop station,
and remarks, ‘“‘My son and I had a great
time. This was our first Sweepstakes. We
were quite thrilled to score 77k points.”’

Bob, NQIR, alleges that ‘‘the number of
contacts you make is directly proportional
to the number of pizzas ordered every
hour!’’ On the other hand, Tom, WO7Y,
claims that on phone ‘‘sunspots and
10-meter Novices sure change your contest
strategy.”’

Many stations tried the new on-line con-
test program NA designed by Dave, K8CC,
for the November Sweepstakes and a few
other contests. This software is similar to
the popular CT program designed by Ken,
K1EA, for DX contests. There are many
computer programs available today that
perform all of the contest tasks, neatly

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wrapped into one package. There are also
many others designed to execute only one or
two specific functions, such as duping and
logging. Victor, K1JUL, used his computer
during SS and reports, ‘‘Great contest! The
contest software let me know exactly how
I was doing and pushed me to my first low-
power 100k effort. I’ll be back next year.”
Scott, KSTA, simply says, ‘‘Three cheers
for real-time computer duping!”’

Clean sweeps were a bit hard to accom-
plish this year because Hurricane Hugo
totaled many stations in the Caribbean and
the Southeast corridor of the US, and the
California earthquake took a number of
Bay Area stations off the air.

When all the dust settled and the logs
were checked, Trey, WN4KKN, guest oper-
ating at N5SAU, was the clear single-
operator high-power CW winner, scoring
179k points. Dave, WO@G, was only 5k
behind in second place with 174k points.
George, WOUA, operated at KARF and
scored 171k points for third place high-
power. In the low-power category (less than
150 watts), Randy, KOEU, took first place,
scoring 148k points. Ralph, N5SRZ, finished
in second place, scoring 144k points and
Carl, W2TZ, was third with 139k points.
Les, KOSCM, last year’s second-place
finisher, took top honors in the CW-QRP
category for 1989, scoring 110k points. Bill,
KV@I, was second with 104k points and
Randy, AA2U, was third with 94k points.
The crew at KSLZO finished in first place,
multioperator, scoring 167k points. Last
year’s 10th-place finisher, NY6C, bettered
their score and moved up the ladder to
second place multiop with 147k points. The
gang at AB@S finished third, scoring 146k
points.

Last year’s second-place finisher, Dan,
W7WA, guest operated at W7XR and took
the 1989 top honors in the single-operator
high-power phone category, scoring 362k
points. Dave, K6LL, finished second,
scoring 359k points and Bob, K3EST, guest
operating at W6GO finished third with
348k points. Randy, KOEU, not only won
single-operator low-power CW, but also
finished first among the single-operator
low-power phone entrants, scoring 227k
points. Tom, WO7Y, finished in second
place with 206k points, and Jim,

KK7A, was third with 205k points. In the phone-QRP category,
Dan, K7SS, won first place, scoring 130k points. Al, KOFRP,
was second with 122k points, and Fred, AA4RX, finished in third
place with 102k points. There was no excuse for missing Oregon
this year: The top two multiop stations—both from Oregon—

made more than 3800 QSOs between them. The gang at AI7B
took top honors in the phone multioperator category, scoring
323k points. NK7U and crew finished in second place, scoring
267k points. KW8N was third with 260k points.

Sixty-nine ARRL-affiliated clubs met the minimum require-
ment of having at least three log entries each in the Sweepstakes,
and competed for gavels on three levels in the Affiliated Club
Competition. The Society of Midwest Contesters (SMC) was the
only club that mustered enough entries to make the unlimited
category. SMC had 63 entries and an aggregate score of 4.7
million points to win the unlimited-club gavel. The Minnesota
Wireless Assn moved up from third place last year to win the
medium-club gavel in 1989. The North Texas Contest Club was
right on their heels for a good second-place finish. In the local-
club category, the Rubber Circle Contest Club edged out the River
City Contesters for the gavel.

The November Sweepstakes is one of the most popular and
fun League-sponsored contests—fast paced with lots of activity
on both phone and CW. If you haven’t tried the SS, you’re
missing a great contest. Give it a try in 1990. Watch for the rules
in November QST. Thanks to Contest Assistant Mark R. Burke,
KAIMIS, for help in preparing the results.

The biggest thrill was having KP2W call me only to find he was in Georgia!
(WIWEF). It was a great experience to operate from the newly renovated
WI1AW. The new operator positions are perfect. Unfortunately, S7-8 line noise
on 20-10 meters kept me from copying many of the weaker QRP stations
(K8HVT). Where were the guys with ‘‘check’’ from the eighties? Getting on
lists? (AB1U). The flu overcame my desire to operate! (N1RC). May not seem
like much of a score, but it was done in ten hours on 80 meters. I worked
23 QRP stations! (WAITHYN). It gets awfully lonely about 2300Z on a Sunday
(NQ2D). I guess Hurricane Hugo made KP2 almost nonexistent (KD2BD).
Now that I’m old enough for Medicare, it was time to authentically
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duplicate my initial effort as a teenager. I made the
same number of contacts in the same sections at the
same 5-watt level (W2NZH). I thought it would be
fun to see what I could do with my old DX-60
Johnson T-R switch, crystals, HA5S VFO and my
old Swan 350-C. It was fun! (K2ZR). This was my
first single-op CW contest. I’ll never do it again,
until next year! What a great time! Not too bad for
simple equipment and a computer (KD2WP). My
age is 15, and this my first Sweepstakes. I enjoyed
it very much. I hope to do it again next year
(KD3KP). It was great fun to work my old class-
mate W3BGN from Novice school-check 55, and
all the rest who once again state that CW is alive,
well and going strong (W3CEI). I finally worked
WI1AW! (N3GOB). Where were Delaware and the
VEs? There were many good ops from 6-land
(N4UZ). I’m just not a CW op, but I had fun, and
did better than last year—at least I’m improving!
(KD3GC). Twenty minutes before the start of the
contest my sister and brother-in-law from out of
town showed up unexpectedly. The first hour and
a half of the contest is my first rest period
(WB4FOT). I finally convince Mom and Dad to
take a trip out of town for SS CW weekend, and
they take the coffee maker with them! What’s a con-
tester to do? (KJ4VH). A field fire next door took
its toll. It’s upsetting when a fireman asks for your
hose! (N4XM). Sunday is murder, with everyone
calling CQ and virtually no answers! (AA4NC). I
lost all my antennas in the recent hurricane. I did
get 40 feet of tower and a 5-element 10-meter Yagi
up and decided to try QRP—it was hard! (K@EJ).
I would have had more QSOs if it wasn’t for a
problem with my memory keyer (WB5M). I went
to bed with 76 mults; no KP2 all Sunday. Tears
came to my eyes Sunday when I smoked the linear
(K1ZX). With two small children and a working
wife, I rarely get the opportunity to make more than
a handful of contest contacts; so it was a rare treat
to spend more than three hours at the key during
the SS (N4JEO). So many ops did a double take
and asked for a repeat on my check of 37 (K4IX).
I operated from temporary housing while prepar-
ing for a move to Arkansas. The drainpipe loaded
up fine! (NJ1V/5). My first SS since my Novice days
in the *70s! I’ll be back next year in a bigger way,
giving Louisiana to all (KGS5VK). First 12 hours
were my best ever—714 QSOs in 76 sections. The
last 12 hours were a disaster! (AA5B). Outstand-

ing contest, excellent conditions, great operators
(W5UDA).. A 3-month-old daughter and overtime
at work can drastically reduce operating time!
(KO9Y/5). Wish I had planned for more operat-
ing time. I had a lot of fun! Where was South Caro-
lina? Still recovering from Hugo, I guess (K5GN).
TVI problems with my neighbors forced my con-
test operations into my VW bus and out into the
country. I had a great time! (NSJQM). First SS from
W6 land. Eighty meters was quiet compared to W1.
There was a lot of call-sign confusion. The bottom
line was—I had fun! (W1RND/6). I would have
done better but I had a mix-up with the babysitter
and shorted myself the last six hours of the contest
(N6NMH). Where were all the other QRPs? Boy,
what big, fast guns! I got overpowered and writer’s
cramp! (K7SDW). I checked my CW and SSB
logs—the average check for CW was 1965.4, for
SSB it was 1967.8—the average license time was
23Y%5 years (W6UQF). The contest is great-—the
paperwork is awful! (W6JVA). Wait ’til next year!
(K6LRN). Where was all the activity? (N6IG). I only
missed KP2 for multipliers. The contest is difficult
from KL7 (WL7E). Sunday was very slow out West.
I think the MUF was so high that the East Coast
could work the Midwest on all bands and the Mid-
west guys pointed their antennas east, leaving us
in the cold (K6LL). With the MUF so high, it was
hard to work the close-in sections out here in the
West (K70X). ’'m blaming any sloppy sending on
my 17-month-old son, who kept grabbing the key
as he sat in my lap (AA7BG). This is probably the
first time in 25 years of SS that I missed the San
Joaquin Valley Section (WO7Y). Am I alone out
here? Would you believe I didn’t work my own sec-
tion in this one? No wonder people I worked were
saying ‘‘Thank you, thank you, thank you!”
(KS7T). I sure wish that I could copy CW better.
There were many stations that I could hear, but
could not copy at the speed they were sending
(KA7YYR). It sure was fun, even though I had
limited operating time and only one band. I'll be
back full-bore next year (K6OMB). Was I the only
one who missed a KP2? I will be looking for you
in ’90! (WE7B). Operated ‘‘Q”’ class. I had to turn
the space heater on—didn’t realize that the shack
got so cold with the amplifier off! I now have a lot
of respect for QRP operators (K7LXC). QRP was
great fun. The W1AW op really worked hard to pull
me out—thanks! (NC70). The operation was
humble here at this QTH with QRP and indoor
antennas. However, the Nov SS is one of the best
contests for anyone! (WK8V). I didn’t plan on
operating SS until the last minute. Congratulations
to the guys for digging out my small signal—4 watts
and a piece of wire. I couldn’t find SJV, KP2 or
VES for a clean sweep, but I was very pleased with
my first QRP SS effort. I’m sure my neighbors
enjoyed their entertainment systems! See you all next
year (K8ATQ). I erected the long wire just two hours
before the start of SS. I worked 75 sections run-
ning QRP. I guess it works! (WASRJF). It was
another fun contest! See you next year! (WS8EAO).
My TS-830S gave out just before the contest
(W4NW/8). When I worked N1CC, we exchanged
the same number! This was after I had worked
K8CC, VE7CC and K1CC (K9CC). I worked my
first VE8 ever! (WB8SVN). Trying to hold a fre-
quency with ‘“A”’ category is hard, but with *“‘Q’’
it is especially difficult (K9JU). Wow! I could have
had a VE8! (NJ9C). I’m afraid that I’'m getting a
little old to go the full time on contests any more.
At age 72, the stamina is no longer there. I was sur-
prised at the number of two-letter calls in the con-
test (WIOHE). I set a new personal record; I had a
broken keyer on 40, tuner on 80 and tranceiver on
20. This was my first contest where the equipment
didn’t outlast the operator (K9OSH). ‘‘CQ VES,
CQ VE8, CQ VES8” (WQUA). I worked my first
SS in 1934, 55 years ago. I didn’t call a single CQ—I
didn’t have a beam—I didn’t have a linear—but I
did have lots of fun (WGAWP). No more Mr Nice
Guy! You can’t hold a frequency on ‘“A’’ power
on 40 and 80, next year, I will dust off the old kW!
My QSO rate went up at 2130Z after the football
games ended! XL3HX had to call me several times
before I realized he was a VE3 in disguise! Sorry,
mate! AH2W sounded too good to be true, but he
wasn’t on Guam after all (KOHB). It seems trivial
to worry about getting a sweep after what Hurri-
cane Hugo did to our contest friends in the Carib-
bean. I had 340 band changes! (WO@G). I quit!
Working single-operator without a computer is slow
and tiring after 12 hours. I’ll be back next year
(KE@KI). My first entry in several years and it was
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lots of fun. I’'m disappointed I didn’t get a few more
sections, but there is always next year (K8JV). I have
been off the air for fifteen years. The last SS for
me was 1970 from VE5SUS (VESZX). I didn’t take
off my housecoat all contest! I had fun! (VE6EZ).
I had a great time at this contest, even though my
code speed is no great deal. I did get the nerve to
call CQ and, lo and behold, all the stations that
answered me sent their replies at a speed I could
copy. I had a great time and I intend to be at it next
year (VE7GDS).

Valley, North Dakota, Puerto Rico, Alaska and
NWT really started the sweep off nicely! It was a
thrill to work them all with 100 watts and the “ECH
Wires’’ this year (WIECH). Why was Eastern
Washington made a separate section when they seem
to have the same number of hams as Albania?
(AB1U). The antenna on 40 and 80 was a 58-ft
random wire (NF1J). I operated the SS together with
my nine-year-old son, KAIUKR. We didn’t rack
up much of a score, but had fun anyway (KA5GIS).
My first contest was a lot of fun. I am nine years
old (KA1UKR). We had a great time doing this con-
test as a father and son team—we enjoyed the time
(N1IGVM/T). This was my last contest in Maine be-
fore heading to Western New York. It was
awesome! (NIATN). Are there any stations in
Eastern Washington? (KIMZB). The DVK—what
a great invention! It was nice to work all states both
weekends. Maybe I'll finally get the certificate
(K6IM). Even with only 64 points, my personal goal
of finally getting my last two states for WAS was
achieved! This was my best contest yet! (N2FTR).
Tornadoes in New Jersey? I’m a believer now! I
broke my rotator, my 40-meter beam and my heart
(WB2K). 10 meters was great—even from the East

would have operated longer and more aggressively!
(KT2D). I had a great time! I picked up three new
states on 10 meters (KB2GLO/T). I’ve been a ham for
19 years and I still haven’t worked a VE8! One of
these days I’m going on a VE8-pedition (WJ20).
Now I’m only three states away from WAS. What
a great weekend! (N3GOB). Sweepstakes was great!
This was my first HF contest and I was amazed how
the bands cooperated with my QRP power. I would
have never guessed that I could work 57 sections
with 5 watts and a ground-mounted vertical!
(KA3LUW). I had a lot of fun. I worked everything
including six neighbors at the door (KA3ROF). This
was my first try at QRP contesting. It took several
attempts to make a contact, but overall the band
conditions were good with strong signals.
(N4UQD/T). This year’s SS was certainly exciting!
It’s tough to get your wire antennas up a couple
of hours before the contest starts, and it ends up
taking longer than you expected (AA4LR). I worked
four VE8/VY1 stations. They called me! (K4XS). This
was the first time that I’ve been able to operate with
a full-sized antenna in six years. I had a whole lot
of fun (WB5M). It was another great SS contest.
I worked 76 sections. Something to strive for next
year (WA4VQD). I had RFI problems with the voice
keyer, so I decided to do it the old-fashioned way.
Good thing I had throat lozenges (KRAY). This was
my last contest from my Northern Texas QTH.
Look for me in Arkansas next year! Great contest!
(NJ1V). I started the contest with a bad sore throat
and couldn’t finish. By Sunday night I was in bed
with the flu. I really did enjoy the Nov SS! It was
a great contest! It’s the only place I know where
you can work WAS in one weekend (NSMRX). This
year I decided to spend the challenging hours run-
ning QRP, and I'm glad I did (N5JWL). Happi-
ness is having NP2E (QRP) come back to your CQ
at 2:44 on Sunday afternoon for section 77!
(W6BSY). Following WI9TKYV around the band can
be hazardous to your score (W6TKYV). It seemed
like there was more activity this year. Next year I'm
going to run the high-power class (K6GSS/KH6).
I spent the week before the contest adjusting my
antenna to get the SWR down on 10 meters. I got
it straightened out with just 10 minutes to spare.
(N6VVK). I’m inevitably invited to some kind of
social happening on contest weekends. When I ad-
vise the host why I can’t make it, I find my sanity
being questioned. Who cares? I don’t know of any-
thing that’s this much fun! (AA7BG). Great con-
test! There was a lot of good competition here in
Idaho. Hooray for 10 meters and a high sunspot



cycle! (KS7T). Wonderful 10-meter conditions!
(W7YAQ). I had a 6.4% dupe rate! This was my
first high-power SS—boy, what fun! See you next
year! (NC7K). It’s just more fun from the mobile
(NI9KS). See you next year! (WC7S). Best part of
the contest was saying hello to old and new friends.
The worst part were the conditions on Sunday
morning (K7LXC). Murphy blew away my linear
and remote antenna switch (NC8V). I met a few
alligators, but most of the time my 100 watts to a
loop or dipole got points from everyone I called
(K8MZH). While I know I didn’t win the contest,
my pleasure comes from simply being there and
being involved (N6UUW). Great conditions! It’s not
easy running them from Michigan (NGADN). This
was the best SS in 25 years that I’ve participated

in, because it’s the first time I got a clean sweep!
(WABAQF). My parakeet enjoyed the contest, but
he is not ready for contest exchanges yet (N9BBM).
The highlight of the contest was contacting W1AW!
(KB9BMW). First SS! I had a blast without killing
myself! I worked 69 sections chasing after the
Jubilee award before the year’s end. I will be back
next year (W6NIZ). There were no long lulls in ac-
tivity! Hope to see everyone next year (WGCEM).
I had a great time for my second attempt at the
sweeps! Where was NWT? (KBOCWYV). I had a
grand time again. Where were the VE8s and Vir-
gin Islands? This was the closest I’ve ever come to
a clean sweep. A big thanks to all those good ops
out there for pulling my QRP signal out of the mud

(WOYHE). I haven’t blown up anything in the past
few contests—what a precursor for upcoming dis-

“aster (WO@G). It took me almost 3 years to get my

WAS; then in this contest I worked all states on 20M
(VE3NYT). I scouted the bands for the Virgin
Islands and YU/NWT, but found nary a one
(VE3ST). Oh, where were the Virgin Islands? I
know NP2E was out there working QRP, but he
didn’t stay still and he never called me. Thanks to
all the guys who got on Sunday afternoon and
evening to give the SS stations those extra QSOs
(VESZX). Contesters could only be heard here on
20M and 40M. The noise was high on 160M and
80M because of the disturbance. I enjoyed learning
to use the new computer program for the first time
(VESCM).

Scores

CW scores are listed first, followed by phone. Within each call area, scores are listed by ARRL sections. Within each section, single-operator
scores are listed first in descending numerical order, followed by multioperator scores. Each line score lists call sign, final score, number of
QSO0s, number of sections worked, hours operated and output power used (A = 150 watts or less, B = more than 150 watts, Q = 5 watts
or less). For example, in Connecticut, K1TO worked 1,063 stations in 75 sections for a final score of 159,450 points. He operated for 24 hours

and used more than 150 watts.
